The Live Oak Tournament will be conducted according to the current rules of 
the FEI, the USEF, and the Organizing Committee of Live Oak.

In entering Tournaments at Live Oak you and your team (owners, trainers, 
grooms, family members, agents, etc) have agreed to honor the General 
Information as speciÞed in this Prize List and on the entry form. Your agreement 
and acceptance of all rules, regulations and Live Oak decisions is indicated 
by competing at our Tournament. BRING THIS PRIZE LIST AND A COPY OF YOUR 
ENTRY FORM WITH YOU TO THE TOURNAMENT FOR EASY, ACCURATE REFERENCE.

VETERINARY/HEALTH REQUIREMENTS
A negative Coggins test is required for every horse entering the tournament 
grounds (valid within 1 year of the start of the tournament).  A Health 
CertiÞcate, within 30 days, is required for horses  entering the State of Florida.  
FEI entries are required to have the appropriate vaccinations, and passports as 
per their discipline.

EVH-1
After the recent outbreaks of EVH-1 in 2011 and 2012 it is STRONGLY 
suggested that you consult with your veterinarian regarding the most appropriate 
protocols for your horse(s). The Live Oak Organizing Committee will closely 
monitor any developments regarding EVH-1 and will change the procedures and 
requirements for horses entering the grounds as needed.

ARRIVALS
The stables open at 9:00 AM on Tuesday, March 20. There is a $500 Þne for 
horses arriving prior to this time unless you have written permission from the 
Organizing Committee.

CHECK-IN

HORSE BRIDLE NUMBERS
1. Horse bridle numbers must be worn by horses at all times (including in the 

exercise and competition areas) with the exception of the horseÕs stall - FEI 
Article 114.2. Use of the wrong bridle number or not having a bridle number 
may result in disqualiÞcation.

2. Bridle numbers are provided by Live Oak at the time of Check-In. Competitors 
are welcome to use their own numbers provided they are easily legible (please 
see the Competitions Manager if you have concerns about your bridle numbers).

TOURNAMENT AREA CONDUCT
1. No persons other than the ofÞcials, stewards, staff on duty, and the judges of 

the competition may enter the competitive ring without the permission of the 
Competitions Manager or the Organizing Committee.

2. Riders require formal attire as per FEI and USEF rules. Coaches, trainers and 
grooms who enter the Competitive Ring must be NEAT AND SUITABLY ATTIRED 
in the opinion of the Hitching Ring officials. Please ask the Competitions 
Manager for dress code advice.

3. Saluting Protocol: Saluting is very important in giving the sponsors full value. 
You should stay alert to the Gate PersonÕs instructions on where to salute once 
in the ring. 

4. The Organizing Committee may determine to preload or not preload at any time 
during the competition.
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5. Competitors are only allowed in the Competitive Ring when competing or when 
the course is clearly marked ÔOPENÕ.

PROTESTS
Competitors have accepted favorable and unfavorable rulings in the spirit 
of good sportsmanship. Feel free to bring your unofficial concerns to our 
Competitions Manager for consideration. If you insist on making an ofÞcial 
protest, it shall be made in writing and delivered to the Tournament Organizer 
accompanied by a deposit of $100 cash which will be forfeited if the protest 
is not sustained.

at the determination of the Organizing Committee, result in disqualiÞcation. 
Such unacceptable behavior will result in forfeiture of Tournament fees paid 
and prize money, and acceptance in future Tournaments will be determined by 
the Organizing Committee.

2. The Organizing Committee reserves the right to remove any groom, trainer, rider, 
driver, parent, manager or owner or all of a related group from the Tournament 
without being liable for compensation.

3. Inhumane treatment of a horse on the grounds is forbidden and if a violation 
occurs the Organizing Committee has the right to disqualify the competitor 
from the Tournament. Such unacceptable treatment will result in forfeiture of 
Tournament fees paid and prize money, and acceptance in future Tournaments 
will be determined by the Organizing Committee. Refer to Welfare of the Horse, 
Code of Conduct, Ethic Committee, FEI Nov. 1990.

4. In jumping competitions, judges have the discretion to eliminate a competitor 
after a sufÞcient number of penalties have been incurred which prevent the 
athlete from qualifying for the Þnal placing.

5. In the case of a disqualiÞcation of a horse or horses, the winner of the next 
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succeeding prize shall take the prize that had been awarded to the disqualiÞed 
horse(s) and the other prizes will be adjusted accordingly.

CODE OF CONDUCT
Live Oak is committed to the highest of standards of behavior and the sports of driving and 
show jumping and expects the same standards, conduct and behavior from its athletes 
and their associates.

Note: Facility and time restraints make it necessary to limit the overall number 
of competitors and horses. The Organizing Committee reserves the right to 
select competitors in these situations, using amongst other criteria, recent 
performance. Organizing Committee decisions are conÞdential and Þnal.

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JUMPING

Horse substitutions may be submitted to the SecretaryÕs OfÞce, in writing, BY 
MARCH 16 with no penalty - provided that the rider, stabling requirements and 
entry payment are the same. 

AFTER MARCH 16, the entry may be substituted for a fee of $50,  provided that 
rider and stabling requirements are the same.

ALL SUBSTITUTIONS ARE SUBJECT TO APPROVAL FROM THE ORGANIZING 
COMMITTEE. Payments that have already been processed will not be refunded. 
It is up to the parties involved in the substitution to handle any billing 
requirements, however a new form of payment may be used on close-out.

ARRIVALS
1. Stabling will be assigned at the entry deadline based on your entry form. Please 

state on your entry form when you will be arriving.  IF YOUR ARRIVAL CHANGES, 
PLEASE CALL OUR OFFICE.

Due to limitations on our facilities, horses being brought to Live Oak which are 
not competing will not be accommodated on the grounds. Other stabling in the 
immediate vicinity is usually available.

2. Under no circumstances may a horse be placed in a stall to which it has not 
been assigned. Violation of this rule will result in a $250 Þne. Competitors 
must not move from their assigned block of stalls without the permission of the 
SecretaryÕs OfÞce. 

3. If you are arriving after 5:00 PM, please let the SecretaryÕs OfÞce know - staff are 
generally not available after hours.

STARTING YOUR HORSE 

Please start (declare) your horse on the entry form.

Horses which have been declared for a competition and are then withdrawn 
after the start deadline MUST GIVE NOTICE PRIOR TO 10:00 AM ON THE 
DAY OF SAID COMPETITION and A CERTIFICATE OF DISABILITY FROM A 
VETERINARIAN (on vet letterhead) must be submitted in order to receive a 
refund of start fees.

PRESENTATIONS
1. Horses wearing coolers will not be allowed in the Competitive Ring.  

2. All competitors must be mounted when entering the Competitive Ring for 
presentations.

3. The top twelve placings must be present for the competition awards  - 
competitors who do not comply will forfeit their prize money. Please anticipate 
in advance the need to ride in for your presentation on a well-mannered horse. 

4. Your salute to the sponsorÕs representatives on the last round of the Victory 
Gallop is your way of thanking them. Competitors who do not comply will forfeit 
their prize money.
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JUMPING

5. Winners of competitions and other awards must be present (on appropriate, 
calm horses for receiving an award) for ring presentations. Competitors who do 
not comply will forfeit their prizes.

PRIZES 
 ALL PRIZE MONEY WILL BE APPLIED AGAINST THE HORSE ACCOUNT - any 
credits after the Tournament will be printed on a check. The check will only be 
issued to the rider/owner as indicated on the entry form and will be paid out 
within 7 days of the end of the Tournament. 

CLOSE OUT
You must pay your tournament bill (Òclose outÓ) with either cash, a check, 
debit or credit card.

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FEI RULES & REGULATIONS
1. The Live Oak International Tournament is an ofÞcial International Event which 

has been authorized by the FŽdŽration Equestre Internationale. 

2. This Tournament will be conducted in accordance with: FEI Statutes, 22nd 
Edition, effective January 2012; FEI General Regulations, 23rd edition, 
effective 1 JANUARY, 2012; FEI Veterinary Regulations, 12th Edition, 1 
April, 2012; FEI Rules for Jumping Events and its Annexes (23rd Edition, 
effective 1 January, 2012), and Rules for the FEI World Cup Jumping Events; 
FEI Anti-Doping Rules for Human Athletes, 2nd edition effective 1 JANUARY, 
2012; and all subsequent revisions to the above Rules and Regulations which 
will take precedence. An arbitration procedure is provided for under the FEI 
Statutes and General Regulations as referred above. In accordance with this 
procedure, any appeal against a decision rendered by the FEI or its ofÞcial 
bodies must be settled exclusively by the Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS) 
in Lausanne, Switzerland.  

3. Protests shall be handled according to Articles 163-169 of General 
Regulations. A deposit of 150CHF is required.

4. Horses which lose a shoe prior to starting in the initial round of a one round 
competition with a jump-off will be given a later starting position. In a jump-
off, a horse that loses a shoe prior to starting will be given a new starting 
place three positions later. If the horse in question has not had its shoe 
replaced by this time, it will be left to the discretion of the Ground Jury to 
decide whether the horse in question should receive a later starting place or 
be eliminated (Article 245.5).

5. Ownership information listed in the passport (and therefore registered with 
the appropriate Federation) is considered correct. If there are any issues with, 
or corrections to, the address/ownership shown in your horseÕs passport, you 
must bring these to the attention of the Tournament Organizer for a ruling by 
the Organizing Committee by 5:00 PM of the day prior to commencement of 
competition to exempt you from Withholding Tax. 

6. Competitors may carry the logo of their personal sponsor on the  saddle 
cloth. The Chief Steward is responsible for ensuring the FEI Regulations 
relating to Article 256.3 & 257.3 are respected by riders before entering the 
arena. Competitors not complying with theses articles will not be permitted 
to enter the arena during the competition.

2012 Rules & Regulations for Jumping
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7. In exceptional circumstances, together with the approval of the Ground 
Jury, the Organizing Committee reserves the right to modify the Tournament 
Schedule in order to clarify any matters or matters arising from an omission 
or due to unforeseen circumstances. Any such changes must be notiÞed to 
all Competitors and OfÞcials as soon as possible and they must be reported 
to the Secretary General by the Foreign Judge.

8. Competitors are responsible to the Ground Jury on entering the competitive 
ring.

NATIONAL FEDERATION MEMBERSHIP
All Competitors & Owners must be in good standing with their National 
Federation.

To enter the 2012 Live Oak Tournaments, all Competitors & Owners must have 
a valid individual sport license with USEF or be bona Þde members of their own 
National Equestrian Federation afÞliated with the FEI - RIDER AND OWNER 
MEMBERSHIP NUMBERS MUST BE SUBMITTED WITH ENTRIES. 

FEI FEES FOR HORSES & RIDERS
As approved at the 2006 General Assembly, an annual FEI registration is 
now mandatory for all riders and horses competing in FEI events. The fee 
requirement took effect January 1, 2006, and it is renewed annually. All horses 
and riders must be registered with the FEI before competing in any 2012 FEI 
competition. 

ORGANIZING COMMITTEE DECISIONS
 IT IS IMPORTANT TO UNDERSTAND THAT INTERPRETATIONS OF EXISTING RULES AND 

REGULATIONS AND THE INVOKING OF ADDITIONAL RULES AND REGULATIONS TO COVER 
UNFORESEEN CIRCUMSTANCES ARE THE SOLE RESPONSIBILITY AND AUTHORITY OF 
THE ORGANIZING COMMITTEE, IN CONJUNCTION WITH, AND WITH THE APPROVAL OF, 
THE GROUND JURY AND THAT ALL OWNERS, TRAINERS, COMPETITORS AND GROOMS 
AGREE TO THE ACCEPTANCE OF THESE INTERPRETATIONS AND ADDITIONAL RULINGS 
BY VIRTUE OF YOUR PARTICIPATION.

INSPECTIONS AND EXAMINATIONS OF HORSES
These will be carried out in accordance with Veterinary Regulations  Art. 1011, 
Rules for Jumping Events Annex XVII. Inspection of horses by the Veterinary 
Commission will be as follows:

Thursday, March 22 in the Stables at 2:00 PM
All horses entered in the Tournament must be stabled on the grounds by day by 
1:00 PM Thursday, March 22.
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FEI HORSE PASSPORTS (FEI ARTICLE 137)
Every horse entered for any competition at CSNs or CSI*/** in a foreign country, 
and all horses entered for other CSI***/****/*****, CSIOs, Championships, 
Regional and Olympic Games whether at home or in foreign countries, must 
have an ofÞcial, valid FEI Passport, or a National Passport approved by the FEI 
accompanied by an FEI Recognition Card, as a means of identiÞcation and to 
establish Ownership.

Horses taking part in CNS and CIMs in their own country are not required to 
have such a passport as mentioned in paragraph 1. All such horses must be 
properly registered with the FEI and identiÞable. Unless there is no national 
requirement for equine inßuenza vaccination in the host country and in the 
country of origin, all horses must have a valid vaccination certiÞcate. 

VETERINARY EXAMINATIONS
Equine Inßuenza Vaccination, Veterinary Regulations, Annex VI

Inßuenza vaccination for all horses competing in FEI competitions requires a 
vaccination within six months + 21 days of the competition.

1. All horses intending to participate in FEI competition must have at least 
received an initial primary course of two vaccinations, given between 21 
and 92 days apart. Thereafter, a third dose (referred to as the Þrst booster) 
must be given within seven months after the date of administration of the 
second primary dose, with at least annual boosters given subsequently (i.e. 
within one year of the last dose).

2. If the horse is scheduled to take part in an FEI competition, the last 
booster must have been given within six months + 21 days of arrival at the 
FEI event. (The 21-day window has been provided to enable vaccination 
requirements to Þt with the competition schedule).

3. No vaccination shall be given within 7 days of the day of arrival at the FEI 
event.

4. All horses that were certiÞed as correctly vaccinated under the previous FEI 
equine inßuenza vaccination rule prior to 1st January 2005, do not need 
to start a primary course again, provided that they have complied with the 
previous rule of primary course and annual re-vaccinations and the new 
rule of a booster vaccination within six months + 21 days of the day of 
arrival at the FEI event.

SAMPLING OF PROHIBITED SUBSTANCES
Veterinary Regulations, Chapter V & VI and Annex III. Regular sampling is 
carried out in CCI***/****, CSI***/****/*****, CIOs, World Cup QualiÞers 
and Finals, Championships and Games, whereas at other CIs sampling is 
recommended.  In CICs***/****, the number of horses tested is at the 
discretion of the Testing Veterinarian/Veterinary Delegate; however, a minimum 
of 5% is recommended (Article VR 1016.4)

Under the FEI Medication Control Programme (MCP) in Groups I and II, all 
samples collected in accordance with VR Article 1016 will be analysed by the 
USA Equestrian Drug Testing and Research Laboratory, 22 Thornwood Drive, 
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Ithaca, NY 14850, tel. (607) 255-6555, fax. (607) 266-9158, Dr. George 
Maylin. 

MEDICATION CONTROL PROGRAMME
ALL HORSES ARE SUBJECT TO DRUG TESTING AND ALL COMPETITORS 
AGREE THAT BY MAKING THEIR ENTRY THEY WILL ALLOW THEIR HORSES 
TO BE SO TESTED. 

For equine testing, a fee of $28.00 per horse per event will be charged as a 
contribution towards the costs of the FEI Medication Control Programme in 
accordance with the MCP Programme.

HUMAN DOPING CONTROL
All Competitors are subject to drug testing and all Competitors agree that by 
making their entries they will allow themselves to be so tested. The Testing 
Program will be carried out by the World Anti-Doping Agency (W.A.D.A.) in 
accordance with the agreements between the FEI and W.A.D.A., and FEI 
General Rules & Regulations. Random urine tests of Competitors will be taken to 
determine the use of illegal substances.  Please refer to the ÒProhibited Classes 
of Substances and Prohibited MethodÓ as agreed by the FEI.  At Live Oak all 
drugs deemed to be prohibited under FEI rules will not be tolerated. People 
or horses being removed from Drug Supervision may be disqualiÞed at the 
discretion of the Ground JuryÕs recommendation to the Organizing Committee. 
These regulations will be vigorously enforced, including the inspection of 
personal property.

Situations where competitors, or others connected with the competitors, are 
found on the Tournament grounds to be suspected of criminal  activities or 
in possession of illegal substances, as deÞned by the criminal code of the 
United States of America, will be reported to the appropriate law enforcement 
authorities.

EXERCISE AREA & HITCHING RING RULES
Schedules of the Allowed Fences are posted in the ofÞces and practice areas. 
The use of fence material other than that provided by the Organizing Committee 
is forbidden under penalty of disqualiÞcation. (Article 242.3.2) and the fences 
provided may be jumped only in the direction for which they are ßagged. No part 
of the practice obstacles may be held by anyone. The obstacles in the hitching 
ring/schooling area may not exceed the dimensions as per FEI Article 201.4.5. 

UNAUTHORIZED SCHOOLING MAY, AT THE DISCRETION OF THE GROUND 
JURY, RESULT IN FORFEITURE OF  TOURNAMENT FEES PAID AND PRIZE 
MONEY FOR ALL ENTRIES OF THE OWNER, TRAINER, COMPETITOR, 
GROOMS AND GROUP INVOLVED. ACCEPTANCE IN FUTURE TOURNAMENTS 
WILL BE DETERMINED BY THE ORGANIZING COMMITTEE.

ONCE HORSES ARE IN THE MAIN HITCHING RING AREA, FOR ANY GIVEN 
COMPETITION IN THE MAIN RING, THEY ARE FORBIDDEN TO LEAVE 
AND RETURN FOR THE COMPETITION WITHOUT THE CONSENT OF THE 
STEWARD(S) ON DUTY.
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RAPPING
AT LIVE OAK, RAPPING OF A HORSE IS NOT ALLOWED IN ANY WAY 
WHATSOEVER AT ANY TIME. VIOLATORS MAY BE DISQUALIFIED FROM 
THE TOURNAMENT AT THE DISCRETION OF THE GROUND JURY AND ALL 
PRIZE MONIES WILL BE FORFEITED. IN SUCH CASES, STARTING AND 
TOURNAMENT FEES WILL NOT BE REFUNDED. ARTICLE 243 OF THE FEI 
RULES FOR JUMPING EVENTS WILL APPLY.

ORDER OF PERFORMANCE
1. The Order of Go will be drawn for each competition.

2. The Order of Go will be drawn for each of the Grand Prix competitions  
according to Article 252.6 of the rules for Jumping Events.

3. FEI Article 252.1.1.3 will apply for competitors going consecutively in the 
same competition.  

4. Special or unforeseen circumstances will be dealt with by the Organizing 
Committee & Ground Jury on a case-by-case basis. Please refer to Article 
245.5 regarding two horses in a jump-off. If a rider has two horses in a jump-
off, the rider will have the option of moving up in the order or be prepared to 
go back into the ring without a warm-up for the second horse.

5. Competitors are responsible for having all entries in the Hitching Ring at least  
Þfteen minutes before each respective competition. Any Competitor not ready 
to enter the Competitive Ring when called will be eliminated. Fees will not 
be refunded in case of missed competitions.

TIES
All ties in jumper competitions will be broken on the basis of time in accordance 
with FEI Rules. In consultation and agreement with the Ground Jury and Organizing 
Committee, ties will be broken in any jump-off on the basis of time to 1000ths of 
a second. Competitions Under Table A, Article 238.2.1 should there be equality of 
faults and time after the Þrst round for Þrst place only, there will be One Jump-off 
over the same course against the clock.

HARD HATS
It is compulsory for anyone jumping a horse to wear a properly fastened hard 
hat, with a three point retention harness, including Members of the Armed 
Services, Police, Gendarmerie, Members of Military Establishments and National 
Studs. This is also strongly recommended for anyone working a horse in the 
exercise and schooling areas or anywhere on the show ground. Notwithstanding 
the above, protective headgear, secured by a three point retention harness, is 
compulsory for Juniors and Children and is RECOMMENDED FOR ALL RIDERS 
AT ALL TIMES WHEN MOUNTED. Article 256.1.4.  

FEI CODE OF CONDUCT
The FŽdŽration Equestre Internationale (FEI) expects all those involved in 
international equestrian sport to adhere to the FEIÕs Code of Conduct and to 
acknowledge and accept that at all times the welfare of the horse must be 
paramount and must never be subordinated to competitive or commercial 
inßuences.
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At all stages during the preparation and training of competition horses, 
welfare must take precedence over all other demands. This includes good 
horse management, training methods, farriery, tack and transportation. 

Horses and Athletes must be Þt, competent and in good health before they are 
allowed to compete. This encompasses medication use, surgical procedures 
that threaten welfare or safety, pregnancy in mares and the misuse of aids. 

Events must not prejudice horse welfare. This involves paying careful 
attention to the competition areas, ground surfaces, weather conditions, 
stabling, site safety and Þtness of the horse for onward travel after the event. 

Every effort must be made to ensure that horses receive proper attention 
after they have competed and that they are treated humanely when their 
competition careers are over. This covers proper veterinary care, competition 
injuries, euthanasia and retirement.

The FEI urges all involved with the sport to attain the highest levels of 
education in their areas of expertise. 
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Schedule will be adjusted after closing date to accommodate entries. Please be sure to refer 
to the adjusted schedule for the Tournament, available in the SecretaryÕs OfÞce..
